HIPS DELEGATES MEETING MAY 29th 2009 - UPDATE 
 

1. HIPS
 

We are pleased to confirm that following the January 2009 decision to maintain Humanistic and Integrative Psychotherapy Section as the section title, it was unanimously agreed that any modality title for Skills for Health or other purposes will also be Humanistic and Integrative Psychotherapy. This will also form the basis of any College title (CHIP or CHIPS). All claims for IHP HIHP have been dropped. 

 

Heward Wilkinson will be stepping down as HIPS Chair (Spring 2010). The section is looking for a Chair Elect (and vice chair) who can shadow the current chair during the closure of SFH and HPC initiatives.

 

Cynthia Pollard stood down as Vice-Chair of HIPS at last Friday's meeting.

 

The section is to:

· The section is to formulate a written constitution - which will hopefully be a safeguard against future IHP takeovers. 

· Agree an etiquette for setting Delegate Meeting Agenda and communicating Minutes. 

· Form a Finance Committee for budget setting and agreeing funding for new initiatives 

2. Skills for Health
 

The modality title for National Occupation Standards will be 'Humanistic' though there may be scope for individual practitioners to insert a subtitle.

 

There will be no funding for SFH after October 2009 when it is intended that the project will be signed off.

 

It has been recognised that SFH is working within HPC parameters.  

 

National Occupational Standards will pass to specialist readers on June 5th for a short consultation period until June 15th 2009 prior to open consultation within the practice.

 

NOS will be published in block, a pick and mix menu from which practitioners will select those standards relevant to their practice - not exhaustive.

 

Following consultation the NOS will pass to the UK Skills Conference for quality control, they may change certain definitions.

 

3. HPC
 

The Professional Liaison Group report will be issued on July 6th 2009 followed by a 3 month consultation period, prior to the next PLG meeting in October 2009. 

 

It is proposed that there will be a clear distinction between counsellor and psychotherapist - It would seem that the Therapeutic Counsellor title has disappeared, though it can be used as a descriptor. Psychotherapists will have a focus on Mental Disorder. Counsellors will have a focus on Personal Well-Being. Although these definitions require further refinement, HIPS thought that in the current form they are not sufficient as they are not mutually exclusive. 

 

It is proposed that Psychotherapists will enter the register at Masters level and Counsellors will enter the register at a NVQ level yet to be agreed. 

 

HPC hopes to have assimilated Psychology by the end of 2009. The timescale for Psychotherapy is less certain, but it is clear that there is not sufficient time to process a section 60 order within the life of the present government. This has fuelled hope that Counselling, Psychotherapy and Psychology maybe able to form a sub-division within HPC.  Although it would make sense for there to be demarcations between the physical health professionals with the HPC and the psychological approaches, this has generated some fear of Psychotherapy being subordinate to the psychology profession?

 

4. UKCP 
 

The new shape will take effect on December 4/5th 2009 - agreed at 2009 AGM and to be finalised at July 4th 2009 EGM 

 

A new Chair Elect will be elected by October 2009

 

The UKCP will form a new College and Facilities Committee to facilitate the shift from sections to colleges

 

The UKCP will not be holding an AGM in 2010, though it is likely that there will be a General Council Meeting in the Autumn of 2010.  The Council will consist of 60 members elected by postal and electronic means.
